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“That | might, by all means, save some.”
1 Corinthians 9:22.

THE apostle speaks very broadly and talks abouingamen. Some of our extremely orthodox
brothers would say at onc&/ou save men? How can man do that? The expressioadsurate in the
extreme; is not salvation of the Lord from first lest? How can you, Paul, dare to speak of saving
some?” Yet Peter spoke very much like this whesdid, “Save yourselves from this untoward genera-
tion.” Indeed, the expression is a little boldéramything, and if Peter were alive now, he would b
called to account. When Paul wrote to Timothy, &iel 0 him, “Take heed unto yourself, and unto the
doctrine; continue in them: for in doing this ydwa# both save yourself and them that hear youis Th
another instance of language used in a populaedgna man who had not the fear of critics befase h
eyes. The apostle did not intend to insinuate hieatould save anybody by his own power, and no one
thought that he could! He used expressions witlyuarding them because he was writing to people
who mixed candor with their knowledge of doctrinad would not willfully misunderstand him. He did
not write for those who must have the entire crimedvery sermon, and require all statements of the
truth of God to be cut into one shape. The doctifwa¢ salvation is of God, alone, and is the wdrthe
Holy Spirit was dear to him as life, itself, andvim often proclaimed it, he was not afraid of lgein
misunderstood.

Our testimony, also, has, for many years, beerr cipan this point, and therefore we shall venture
to be as accurately inaccurate as was the apasiteto speak of saving souls and winning soulg afte
the manner of ordinary speech! The expression gses great prominence tostrumentalityand this
is the use and habit of Scripture. There is nothmienger, just now, of exaggerating the power of in
strumentality and looking to men instead of themdtr; the danger seems to lie in the opposite-dire
tion—in the habit of depreciating both an organizbdirch and a recognized ministry. We have fre-
quently heard it said of certain revivals that @otigular person was engaged in them, neither Earang
list nor minister had a hand in the work; thishseught to be a recommendation but, indeed, it ts§Ino
fear that many hopeful beginnings have come todaleu collapse because faithful and holy ministers
have been despised, and a slur has been cast uioarg instrumentalities. Men talk thus under the
notion that they are honoring God, but they aretlodftrack altogether, for God still acknowledged a
blesses His chosen ministers, and is honored thefeta as He still works by them, He would not have
us speak disparagingly of them.

The topic of this morning is this—it has pleasedd@m save souls by His people, and, therefore, He
places in them a sacred longing to save some byedhs. He might, if He had pleased, have called al
His chosen to Himself by a voice out of the exatliglory, just as He called Saul, the persecutotH©®
might have commissioned angels to fly throughoet lgngth and breadth of the world and carry the
message of His mercy. But in His inscrutable wisdéenhas been pleased to bring men to Himself by
men The atonement is complete and the Spirit's pawdully given; all that is needed is that men be
led tobelievefor the salvation of their souls and this parsalivation is accomplished by the Holy Spirit
through the ministries of men! Those who have, thalaes, been quickened, are sent to prophesy to the
dry bones. In order that this divine arrangemeny becarried out, the Lord has implanted in thetsea
of all genuine believers a passion for the salvatibsouls; in some this is livelier than in othdrat it
ought to be a leading feature in the characterefyeChristian!
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| shall speak upon this sacred instinct and detd withus: Firstwhy is it implanted in us3econd-
ly, how does it exercise itselfhirdly, why is it not more largely manifested&nd fourthly, how can it
be quickened and made more practically efficient?

I. WHY IS THIS PASSION FOR SAVING OTHERS IMPLANTED INHE BREASTS OF THE
SAVED? For three reasons, | think, among many sthemmely, for God’s glory, for the good of the
church, and for the profiting of the individual.idtimplanted there, firstor God’s glory It is greatly to
the glory of God that He should use humble instmisiéor the accomplishment of His grand purposes.
When Quintin Matsys had executed a certain wondteréli-cover in iron, it was the more notable as a
work of art because he had been deprived of thpeprtwols while he was executing it, for | think he
had little more than his hammer with which to parfiadhat wonderful feat in metal. Now, when we look
at God’s work of divine grace in the world, it gfees Him the more when we reflect that He has
achieved it by instruments which, in themselvesulaather hinder than promote His work! No man
among us can help God! It is true Heesus, but He could do better without us than withBasthe di-
rect word of power He could do, in a moment, thhtol, through the weakness of the instrument, now
takes months and years—yet He knows best how tafygldis own name. He puts a longing to save
others into our souls, that He may get glory byhgsis, everus who have little fitness for such work
except this passion which He has implanted in oeasts. He graciously uses even our weak points and
makes our very infirmities to illustrate the glal/His grace—blessing our poorest sermons, prosgeri
our most feeble efforts, and driving us to seeltegven from our stray words.

The Lord glorifies Himself by making our feeblenésde the vehicle of His power—and to this end
He makes us pant for a work far out of our reaadl, gets our hearts longing to “save some.” It k&ing
glory to God, also, that He should take sinful nsenh as we are and make us partakers of His nature.
He does this by giving us fellowship in His heaftcompassion and communion in His overflowing
love. He kindles in our breasts the same fire @€lwhich glows in His own bosom. In our own little
way we look down upon the prodigal sons and sem thgreat way off, and have compassion on them,
and would gladly fall on their necks and kiss thdihe Lord loves men, however, aftehaly fashion;

He desires their sanctification and their salvabgrthat means, and when we desire the good dfebur
low men by means of their conversion, we are wallside by side with God! Every real philanthropist
is a copy of the Lord Jesus, for though it is tow b term to apply to His infinite excellence, yietly,
the Son of God is the grandest of all philanthrigpis

Now, that God should by the power of His matchlgssce produce in such cold hearts as ours a
burning passion for the salvation of others isrgglar proof of His omnipotent power in the world o
the mind. To change sinful men so that they pater d@fie increase of holiness; to render stubbotis wi
eager for the spread of obedience, and to make evimgdhearts earnest for the establishment of the
abiding kingdom of the Redeemer—this is a mighat f&f the divine grace of God! That a perfect angel
should cleave the air to perform His message ismale enough matter, but that a Saul of Tarsus, who
foamed at the mouth with enmity to Christ, shoule land die for the winning of souls to Jesus is a
memorable illustration of the grace of God! In thiay the Lord gets great glory over the archenemy,
the prince of the power of the air, for He can sa$atan, “I have defeated you, not by the sworillief
chael, but by the tongues of men! | have conqugoed O you enemy, not with thunderbolts, but with
the earnest words and prayers and tears of thegdyukhble servants! O My adversary, | have pitted
against you feeble men and women, into whom | huethe love of souls, and these have torn away
province after province of your dominions! These@éanapped the fetters of the bandaged ones; these
have burst open the prison doors of those who waue captives.” How illustriously is this truth Gfod
seen when the Lord seizes the ringleaders of Sataniy and transforms them into captains of His own
host! Then is the enemy smitten in the house ofdriser friends!

Satan desired to sift Peter as wheat, but Petiedsifim in return on the day of Pentecost! Satan
made Peter deny his Master, but when restoredr Petd his Lord all the more, and all the more-ear
nestly did he proclaim his Master's name and gdéspet fury of the foe recoils on himself! love con-
guers, and where sin abounded, grace does muchahound! As for Saul, who persecuted the saints,
did he not become the apostle of Christ to the &sniaboring more than any other for the goodse&u
Beloved, the ultimate triumph of the cross will the more admirable because of the manner of its
achievement! Good will conquer evil; not by theistssice of governments and the arms of potentates,
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not by the prestige of bishops and popes and ailt gfompous array; but by hearts that burn, sdds t
glow, eyes that weep, and knees that bend in wrggtrayer! These are the artillery of God! By gsin
such weapons as these He not only foils His foestrumphs over them—confounding the mighty by
the weak, the wise by the simple, and the thingshvare by the things which are not!

Next, the passion for saving souls is implantedierchurchis good—and that in a thousand ways,
of which | can only mention a few. First there dano doubt that the passion for winning souls ex-
pends the church’s energy in a healthy mannervé lodbserved that churches which do not care for the
outlying population speedily suffer from disuniomdastrife. There is a certain quantity of steamegen
ated in the community, and if we do not let it iofthe right way, it will work in the wrong way, dow
up altogether and do infinite mischief. Men’s mirate sure to work, and their tongues to move, &nd i
they are not employed for good purposes they walaedly do mischief! You cannot unite a church as
completely as by calling out all its forces for aaplishing the Redeemer’s grand objective. Talents
unused are sure to rust, and this kind of rustdeadly poison to peace; a bitter irritant whictseato
the heart of the church. We will, therefore, byrakans, save some, lest by some other means we be-
come disunited in heart!

This passion for saving souls not only employs, dab draws forth the strength of the church. It
awakens her latent energies and arouses her ndatesties. With so divine a prize before her, she
girds up her robes for the race, and with her ey her Lord, presses forward to the goal! Many a
commonplace man has been rendered great by barmutihly absorbed by a noble pursuit—and what
can be nobler than turning men from the road wieelds to hell? Perhaps some of those ignoble souls
who have lived and died like dumb, driven cattlégim have reached the majesty of great fires fi-a s
preme intent had fired them with heroic zeal, aadetbped their concealed endowments. Happy is the
man whose task is honorable, if he honorably falfil Lo, God has given to His church the work of
conquering the world, the plucking of brands frdra burning, the feeding of His sheep and lambs! And
this it is which trains the church to deeds of di@mnd to nobility of soul.

Dear brothers and sisters, this common passiosdols knits us together! How often do | feel a
fresh bond of union with my beloved brethren artb¥e workers when | find that | was the means of
the conviction of a sinner, whom one of them comefdrand led to the savior; and thus we have a joint
possession in the convert! Sometimes | have beest bf God to the salvation of my hearer, but that
hearer was first brought here by yonder friend—sadve become sharers in the joy! Communion in
service and success welds the saints togetherisamde of the best securities for mutual love. And,
moreover, when new converts are brought into theath the fact that they are brought in by instru-
mentality tends to make their fusion with the cluan easy matter. It is in this case much the sane
with our families. If God had been pleased to @esch of us as individual men and women, and drop
us down somewhere on the earth; and if were lefintb our way to somebody’s house and unite with
his family, | daresay we should have had to wandeg before we would have been welcomed! But
now we come as little ones to those who rejoiceet® us! And they sing, “Welcome, welcome, little
stranger!” We become at once parts of the famiyabee we have parents and brothers and sisters—and
these make no debate about our introduction, andider it no trouble to receive us—though | fear we
have never duly rewarded them for their pains!

So is it in the church—if God had converted all no@e by one, by His Spirit, without instrumental-
ity, they would have been separate grains of shad] to unite into a building, and there would have
been much difficulty in forming them into one bod@ut now we ardorn into the church, and the pas-
tor and others look upon those converted under thsirumentality as their own children whom they
love in the Lord! And the church, having sharedhie common service by which they are converted,
feels, “These belong to us; these arereward” And so they are taken cordially into the Chastifam-
ily. This is no small benefit, for it is at onceetfoy and the strength of the church to be madebgne-
tal forces, by holy sympathies and fellowships! Wéve spiritual fathers among us whom we love in the
Lord, and spiritual children whose welfare is oaegest concern. We have brothers and sisters tmwho
we have been helpful, or who have been helpfulktomnom we cannot but commune with in heart. As
a common desire to defend their country weldstadl regiments of an army into one, so the common
desire to save souls makes all true believerstake&ach other!
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But this passion is most of all fidre good of the individual possessingd wvill not try, this morning,
to sum up, in the short time allotted to me, thenense benefits which come to a man through higdabo
ing for the conversion of others, but | will verguthis assertion—no man or woman in the church of
God is in a healthy state if he or she is not ladgpto save some! Those who are laid aside by soffe
are taking their part in the economy of the houkkbbChrist. But with that exception, he that does
work, neither shall he eat; he that does not waiteers is not watered himself; he who cares notHer
souls of others may well stand in jeopardy abositown! To long for the conversion of others makes u
Godlike! Do we desire man’s welfare? God does! Woumé gladly snatch them from the burning? God
is daily performing this deed of divine grace! Gaa say that we have no pleasure in the death of him
that dies? Jehovah has declared the same withthmawe weep over sinners? Did not Jehovah’s Son
weep over them? Do we lay out ourselves for themversion? Did He not die that they might live? You
are made Godlike when this passion glows withinrygpirit; this is a vent for your love to God asliwe
as your love to men! Loving the Creator, we pitg lfillen creatures, and feel a benevolent love fidsva
the work of His hands; if we love God, we feel asdtbes, that judgment is strange work, and we ¢anno
bear that those whom He has created should bexeast forever! Loving God makes us sorrow that all
men do not love Him, too; it frets us that the widrés in the wicked one, at enmity to its own Goea
at war with Him who, alone, can bless it! O belowgolu do not love the Lord at all unless you love t
souls of others!

Trying to bring others to Christ does us good hyereing in us our old feelings and reviving our
first love. When | see an inquirer penitent for, siremember the time when | felt as he is feelinben
| hear the seeker for the first time say, “I doided in Jesus,” | remember the birthday of my owuls
when the bells of my heart rang out their merrpesls because Jesus Christ had come to dwell within
me! Soul-winning keeps the heart lively and pressrour warm youth to us! It is a mighty refresleer t
decaying love! If you feel the chill of skepticisstealing over you and begin to doubt the gospelis-p
er, go to work among the poor and ignorant, or @strgouls in distress, and when you see the bright-
ness of their countenances as they obtain joy aadein believing, your skepticism will fly like afh
before the wind! You will believe in the cause whau see the result! You cannot help believing when
the evidence is before your eyes! Work for Jesuwepgais strong in faith and intense in love to Him.
Does not this holy instinct draw forth all the fi#es of a man? One strong passion will frequehting
the whole man into play, like a skillful minstrehase hand brings music from every chord. If we love
others, we shall, like Paul, become wise to attitaetm, wise to persuade them, wise to convince them
wise to encourage them! We shall learn the use edn® which had lain rusted, and discover in our-
selves talents which otherwise had been hiddehemgtound if the strong desire to save men had not
cleared away the soil!

And | will add here that love to souls will, in tieed bring to everyone who follows it up, the high-
est joy beneath the stars. What is that? It igdlieof knowing that you have been made the spiritua
parent of others! | have tasted of this streamdtikn, by God'’s grace, and it is heaven below! jiye
of being saved one’s self has a measure of seishabout it, but to know that your fellow men are
saved by your efforts brings a joy pure, disintexésand heavenly—of which we may drink the deepest
draughts without injury to our spirits! Yield yoetses brothers and sisters, to the divine appéiite
doing good! Be possessed with it and eaten up,@nd the best results will follow! Let this begrn
now on, your aim, “That | may, by all means, savms.”

II. How DOES THIS PASSION EXERCISE ITSELF? It does #tedently in different persons, and
at different periods. At first it shows itself bgnder anxietyThe moment a man is saved he begins to be
anxious about his wife, his child, or his dearetative; and that anxiety leads him, at once, &y for
them! As soon as the newly opened eyes have enjbgesiveet light of the Sun of Righteousness, they
look lovingly round on those who were its compasiamdarkness, and then gaze up into heaven with a
tearful prayer that they, also, may receive thigintt Hungry ones, while they are eating the firgiuth-
ful at the banquet of free grace, groan and sal, th@t my poor starving children could be hereetedf
on the savior’'s love with me.” Compassion is ndtwoathe new-born nature; as common humanity
makes us pity the suffering, senewedhumanity makes us pity the sinful! This, | sayppens at the
very dawn of the new life; further on in the hedygilgrimage this passion manifests itself in the
tense joyexhibited when news reaches us of the conversiathalrs! | have often seen, at church meet-
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ings and missionary meetings, a hearty and holysjagad throughout an audience when some new
convert, or returned missionary, or successful stémj has given details of the wonders of saviragejr
Many a poor girl who could do but little for thevear has, nevertheless, shown what she would have
done if she could, by the tears of joy which haveaned down her cheeks when she has heard that sin
ners have been led to Jesus! This is one of thes wawhich those who can personally do little can
share in the joy of the most useful, yes, can heNewship with Jesus Himself!

The hallowed instinct of soul-winning also shoveeit in private efforts sacrifices, prayers and ag-
oniesfor the spread of the gospel. Well do | remembeenvhfirst knew the Lord, how restless | felt till
| could dosomethingor others! | did not know that | could speak toassembly, and | was very timid
as to conversing upon religious subjects, and thexd wrote little notes to different persons st
forth the way of salvation. | dropped these writtetiers with printed tracts into the post, or gég
them under the doors of houses, or dropped themamgtas—praying that those who read them might be
awakened as to their sins, and moved to flee fioenvirath to come. My heart would have burst if it
could not have found some vent! | wish that allfessors kept up their first zeal and were diligent
doing little things as well as greater things fesus, for often the lesser agencies turn out tsheffec-
tual as those which operate upon a larger areapé Ithat all of you young people who have beenylate
added to the church are trying some mode of doauglgsuitable for your capacity and position, tinat
all means, you may save some! A word may oftenshiflesse whom a sermon fails to reach, and a per-
sonal letter may do far more than a printed boakwé grow older and are more qualified, we shakta
our share in the mongublic agencie®f the church; we shall speak for Jesus beforéetvevho meet at
the cottage prayer meeting; we shall pnagh, as well afor our families, or we shall enlist in the Sun-
day school, or take a tract district. Ultimatelg thord may call us to plead His cause before huisloz
thousands, and so beginning with little things, latter end, by His grace, shall greatly increase!

There is one point in which zeal for the salvatadnothers will show itself in all who possess it,
namely, inadapting ourselves to the condition and capacitgtbers for theigood. Notice this in Paul.
He became all things to all men, if by any meansnight save some; he became a Jew to the Jews;
when he met with them he did not rail at their oawaies, but endeavored to bring out their spiritual
meaning! He did not preach against Judaism, buiveiadhem Jesus as the fulfillment of its types!
When he met with a heathen, he did not revile bidsg but taught him the true God and salvation by
His Son. He did not carry about with him one serrfmmall places, but adapted his speech to his-audi
ence. What a very wonderful address that was wiRaill delivered to the council of philosophers upon
Mars’ Hill! It is most courteous throughout, andgta pity that our translation somewhat destrdw t
quality, for it is eminently conspicuous in theginial. The apostle began by saying, “You men of-Ath
ens, | perceive that you are, on all points, veog@&aring.” He did not say, “Too superstitiouss’ @ur
version has it! That would have needlessly provoltein at the outset. He went on to say, “For as |
passed through the city and observed your sacnegsthl found an altar bearing the inscription, ‘dio
unknown God.” What, therefore, you worship with&nbwing it, that | announce unto you.” He did not
say, “Whom you ignorantly worship.” He was far tpaudent to use such an expression! They were a
collection of thoughtful men, of cultured mindsdame aimed at winning them by courteously declaring
to them the gospel. It was most skillful on histgarrefer to that inscription upon the altar, aghally
so to quote from one of their own poets. If he badn addressing Jews, he would neither have quoted
from a Greek poet nor referred to a heathen altas—dtense love for his hearers taught him to merge
his own peculiarities in order to secure theirrait.

In the same manner we also sink ourselves, andadstf demanding that others submit to us, we
cheerfully submit to them in all unessential matte¢hat we may gain their favorable consideratibn o
the claims of Jesus. Mark you, there was never a stexner for principle than Paul; in things whigre
was necessary to take his stand, he was firm aska but in merely personal and external matters he
was the servant of all. Adaptation was tuge! Beloved, if you have to talk to children, be chid—
do not expect them to be men! Thitlieir thoughts, feetheir feelings, and put the truth of God into
their words! You will never get at their hearts$ yibur heart is in sympathy with their childhootlybu
have to comfort the aged, enter, also, into thdirmities, and do not speak to them as if theyensil|
in the full vigor of life. Study persons of all agandbe as they are-that they may be led to be believ-
ers—as you are!Are you called to labor among the educated? Thewse out excellent words and pre-
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sent them apples of gold in baskets of silver! @a work among the illiterate? Let your words be as
goads; speak their mother tongue, use great plssnofespeech so that you may be understood; fot wha
good is it to speak to them in an unknown tongue® ydu cast among people with strange prejudices?
Do not unnecessarily spar with them, but take thsrgou find them! Are you seeking the conversion of
a person of slender understanding? Do not inflictruhim the deeper mysteries, but show him theaplai
man’s pathway to heaven in words which he who raag read! Are you talking with a friend who is of

a sorrowful spirit? Tell him of your own depressomnter into his griefs and so raise him up as you
were raised. Like the Good Samaritan, go wheremtiegnded man lies, and do not expect him to come
to you.

A real passion for winning souls reveals the madgsof our manhood, and uses each one as a re-
flector of the divine Light of truth. There is aatao each man’s heart, and we have to find it emier
it with the right key, which is to be found somewder other in the word of God! All men are nob®
reached in the same way, or by the same argunamdsas we are, by all means, to save some, we must
be wise to win souls—wise with wisdom from aboveé \desire to see them conquered for Christ, but
no warrior always uses the same strategy; theferigne, open assault, for another a siege, tbird
an ambush, for a fourth a long campaign. On thetlser@ are great rams which run down the enemy,
torpedoes under water, gunboats and steam frig@t@s.ship is broken up by a single blow; another
needs a broadside; a third must have a shot betweehand water; a fourth must be driven on shore.
Even thus must we adapt ourselves and use thedsiacoe entrusted to us with grave consideratiah an
solemn judgment, always looking to the Lord fordarice and for power! All the real power is in the
Lord’s hands! We must put ourselves fully at thepdisal of the divine Worker, so that He may work in
us both to will and to do of His good pleasure! Awdshall we, by all means, save some!

lll. WHY IS THIS PASSION NOT MORE DEVELOPED AMONG CHRI$ANS? The preacher
needs not answer that question—each of his hearaysdo that for himself. Why is it that we do not
yearn more over the perishing souls of men? Istitimat we have but very little grace? We are disiarf
Christians with little faith, little love, little are for the glory of God—and therefore with litdencern
for perishing sinners! We are spiritually naked godr; we are spiritually miserable when we migét b
rich and increased in goods if we had but nfaréh! That is the secret of the matter and is the foonta
of all the mischief. But if we must come to partang, do you not think that men are careless atheut
souls of others because they have fallen arte-sided views of gospel doctrinasd have turned the
doctrines of grace into a couch for idleness to ugen? “God will save His own,” they say. Yes, but
His own do not talk in that fashion! They are nkélCain, who said, “Am | my brother’s keeper?” Un-
guestionably the Lord will see that His own ele aalled in due season, but He will do this by the
preaching or teaching of the word! Predestinatomat a legitimate reason for inaction! Men do not
consider it so in other matters, why, then, ingieln? Except the Lord prospers us in businesqull
efforts are in vain, and yet we do not say, “I shave as many pounds in my pocket as God intends |
shall have, and therefore | need not work or tfade.

No, men save their fatalism to play the fool oniytwgpiritual things! In all other things they are not
such idiots as to allow predestination to paralymar minds! But here, since idleness needs ansexcu
for itself, they dare to abuse this sacred trutlGofl to cripple their consciences! In some professo
downrightworldlinessprevents their seeking the conversion of othessy tire too fond of gain to care
for saving souls, too busy about their farms to $be seed of the kingdom, too much occupied with
their shops to hold up the cross before the sisreyés, too full of worldly care to care for thévation
of the lost! Covetousness eats up the very soolasfy; they have far more business than they can man
age without injury to their spiritual health—andt yleey are eager after more! Prayer meetings are ne
glected; the class in the school is given up; &féwr the poor and ignorant are never made, ariokal
cause they are so taken up with the world andaitest This age is peculiarly tempted in that digect
and it needs strong piety to be able to love thassof men practically. With some | fear that tleise
of indifference idack of faith! They do not believe that God will bless their ef§pand therefore they
make none! They have a vivid recollection of pases when they tried to be useful and failed; se, i
stead of past failure being made a reason for @oekértion in the present, to make up for lost time
they have given up labor for the Lord as a bad,cas# do not attempt anything more.
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It is to be feared that with many church membeesrdason for the absence of this passion is that
they love ease and are worm-eaten Mattiness They say, “Soul, take your ease! Eat, drink, bed
merry. Why trouble yourself about others?” “Send thultitude away,” said the disciples. They did not
want to be worried with them! True, the people wesey hungry and weary, and it was a painful thing
to see them fainting, but it was easier to forpeirtneeds than to relieve them! London is perighin
millions are dying in their sins! Theorld still lies in the wicked one, and sloth calls fetfgliness to her
aid to ignore the whole matter! Such people dowatt to be made uncomfortable—neither do they
wish to spend and be spent for the glory of Chiiisié secret of it all is that the great majorityGifris-
tians areout of sympathy with Go@nd out oftcommunion with Christls not this an evil? O eyes that
never wept over dying men, do you expect to se&thg in His beauty? O hearts that never throbbed
with anxiety for those that are going down to titeop hell—do you hope to leap for joy at the Made
coming?
