JAMES calls the converted among the twelve trilhes,brethren. Christianity has a great uniting
power. It both discovers and creates relationshipsng the sons of men. It reminds us of the ties of
nature and binds us with the bonds of grace. Everybat is born of the Spirit of God is brotheetee-
ry other that is born of the same Spirit. Well nveg be called brethren, for we are redeemed by one
blood. We are partakers of the same life, we fg@ohuhe same heavenly food, we are united to the
same living head, we seek the same ends, we leveaime Father, we are heirs of the same promises,
and we shall dwell forever together in the samevéeaTherefore, let brotherly love continue. Let us
love one another fervently with a pure heart andifeat that love, not in word only, but in deed and
truth. Whatever brotherhood may be a sham, lebtbtherhood of believers be the most real thing be-
neath the stars.

Beginning with this word “brethren,” James showtsug brotherly sympathy with believers in their
trials, and this is a main part of Christian felglwp. “Bear you one another’s burdens, and sollftitie
law of Christ.” If we are not tempted ourselveshas moment, others are. Let us remember themiin ou
prayers, for in due time our turn will come, and stall be put into the crucible. As we would desire
receive sympathy and help in our hour of need,detender it freely to those who are now enduniig t
al. Let us remember those that are in bonds, asdaith them and those that suffer affliction agge
ourselves in the body. Remembering the trials sfldnethren, James tries to cheer them, and therefor
he says, “My brethren, count it all joy when yol fiato divers trials.” It is a part of our high liag to
rise ourselves into confidence. And it is also duty to see that none of our brethren despond, much
less despair. The whole tendency of our holy fatto elevate and to encourage. Grace breeds Rro sor
row, except the healthy sorrow which comes withirgavepentance and leads to the joy of pardon. It
comes not to make men miserable, but to wipe afistéom their eyes. Our dream is not of devils de-
scending a dreary staircase to hell, but of angstending and descending upon a ladder, the top of
which leads to the shining throne of God. The mgssd the gospel is one of joy and gladness, aid if
were universally understood and received, this @avarbuld be no longer a wilderness, but it would re-
joice and blossom as the rose. Let grace reigdl inearts, and this earth will become a templedill
with perpetual song, and even the trials of lifl mecome causes of the highest joy, so beautifudly
scribed by James as, “all joy,” as if every possiitlight were crowded into it. Blessed be God dur
work not to upbraid, but to cheer all the broth@dhd/Ne walk in a light which glorifies everythingaen
which it falls and turns losses into gains. Wealrke in sober earnest to speak with the afflicted laid
them be patient under the chastening hand of Ged, ¥% count it all joy when they fall into various
trials because those trials will work out for theath remarkable, such lasting, good. They may be we
content to sow in tears since they are sure toiregy.

Without further preface we will come at once te text and observe that in speaking about afflic-
tion, for that is the subject of the text, the dlgsotes, firstithe essential point which is assailed by
temptation, namely your faith. Your faith is the target thdtthe arrows are shot at. The furnace is kin-
dled for the trial of your faith. Notice, secondtite invaluable blessing which is thus gained, namely,
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the proving of your faith, discovering whether stthe right faith or not. This proof of our faith a
blessing of which | cannot speak too highly. Thém,dly, we may not overlookhe priceless virtue
which is produced by this process of testing, namely, patience, fier piroving of your faith produces
patience, and this is the soul’s surest enrichmaastly, in connection with that patience we simalte
the spiritual completeness which is thus promoted—-“That you may be perfect and entire, lacking noth-
ing.” Perhaps you have noticed the little variasidrhave made in the text, but | am now followihg t
Revised Version which gives an admirable rendetingll read it. “Count it all joy, my brethren, vem
you fall into manifold temptations; knowing thaetproof of your faith works patience. And let patie
have its perfect work, that you may be perfect amiite, lacking in nothing.”

Because the trial of your faith brings honor te ttord, therefore the Lord Himself is sure to try i
that out of its trial, praise may come to His gragewhich faith is sustained. Our chief end is larify
God, and if our trials enable us more fully to aesthe end of our being, it is well that they sluoliap-
pen to us. So early in our discourse we see resoount it all joy when we fall into manifold tt&a

It is by our faith that we are saved, justifiedl@rought near to God, and therefore it is no marve
that it is attacked. It is by believing in Chriktat we are delivered from the reigning power of aimd
receive power to become the sons of God. Faitls Mtal to salvation as the heart is vital to tloglyn
Therefore the javelins of the enemy are mainly aimethis essential grace. Faith is the standaadebe
and the objective of the enemy is to strike him ddkat the battle may be gained. If the foundatianmes
removed, what can the righteous do? If the cabtebmasnapped, where will the vessel drift? All the
powers of darkness which are opposed to right ari &re sure to fight against our faith, and madif
temptations will march in their legions against oanfidence in God.

It is by our faith that we live. We began to libg it and continue to live by it, for “the just shiave
by faith.” Once let faith go and our life is goraad therefore it is that the powers, which war agfais,
make their main assault upon this royal castle, kiely of the whole position. Faith is your jeweduy
joy, your glory. And the thieves who haunt the pilgway are all in league to tear it from you. Hold
fast, therefore, to this your choice treasure.

It is by faith, too, that Christians perform exdo If men of old worked daring and heroic deats,
was by faith. Faith is the fighting principle aretconquering principle. Therefore it is Satan’sgyao
slay it even as Pharaoh sought to kill the malédodm when Israel dwelt in Egypt. Rob a Christidn o
his faith and he will be like Samson when his loakse cut away, the Philistines will be upon hind an
the Lord will have departed from him. Marvel notthie full force of the current shall beat upon your
faith, for it is the foundation of your spirituabbise. Oh that your faith may abide steadfast andowa-
ble in all present trials, so that it may be foanek in the hour of death and in the day of judgm®@roe
unto that man whose faith fails him in this landgoetice, for what will he do in the swelling of Jam@

Now, think ofhow faith istried. According to the text we are said to fall intodnifold temptations”
or into “various temptations”—that is to say, weynmexpect very many and very different troubles. In
any case, these trials will be most real. The tevéibes to whom this epistle was written were spee
cially tried people, for in the first place they niegas Jews, greatly persecuted by all other ratiand
when they became Christians, they were cruellygoeted by their own people. A Gentile convert was
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somewhat less in peril than a Jewish ChristiantHerlatter was crushed between the upper and methe
millstones of Paganism and Judaism. The Israelites@an was usually so persecuted by his own kin
that he had to flee from them. And where could bgefgr all other people abhorred the Jews? We are
not in such a plight, but God’s people even to tiayg, will find that, trial, is no sham word. Thedrin
God’s house is no toy to play with. The furnacdigve me, is no mere place of extra warmth to which
you may soon accustom yourself. It is often heatan times hotter, like the furnace of Nebuchadnez
zar, and God'’s children are made to know that itleebiurns and devours. Our temptations are no mnven
tions of nervousness, nor hobgoblins of dreamy. féau have heard of the patience of Job—his was
real patience, for his afflictions were real. Coaltth tried believer among us tell his own stodg hot
doubt we would convince all who heard us that thaliles and temptations which we have endured are
no fictions of romance, but must be ranked amomegsthrn realities of actual life.

Yes, and note too, that the trials of Christiaresssaich as would in themselves, lead us into em|, f
take it that our translators would not have platedword, “temptation,” in the text, and the Reorssts
would not have retained it, if they had not fekttthere was a coloring of temptation in its megrand
that, “trial,” was hardly the word. The natural demcy of trouble is not to sanctify, but to indste. A
man is very apt to become unbelieving under affiiet-that is a sin. He is apt to murmur against God
under it—that is a sin. He is apt to put forth fasd to some ill way of escaping from his diffiguland
that would be sin. Hence we are taught to pray dLes not into temptation,” because trial has ialffs
a measure of temptation, and if it were not neizeedl by abundant grace it would lead us towardslsin
suppose that every test must have in it, a meagui@mptation. The Lord cannot be tempted of evil,
neither tempts He any man, but this is to be utdedsof His end and design. He entices no man to do
evil, but yet He tries the sincerity and faithfudseof men by placing them where sin comes in thay,
and does its best or its worst to ensnare themdesgn being that the uprightness of His servarag
thus be proved, both to themselves and others.i&/aa taken out of this world of temptation, bug w
are kept in it for our good. Because our naturéeigraved, it makes occasions for sin, both outuof o
joys and our trials. But by grace we overcome #&meléncy of nature and so derive benefit from tebul
tion. Do | not speak to many here who at times $&ing impulses towards evil, especially in thekda
some hour when the spirit of evil walks abroad? éHgwu not been made to tremble for yourselves in
season of fierce trial, for your feet were almashg, your steps had well-near slipped? Is therevany
tue that has not been weather-beaten? Is thera@yhat has not at times, been so tried thairdatt-
ened to curdle into hate? Is there any good tHingygide of heaven which has marched all the way in
silver slippers? Did ever a flower of grace blossarthis wretched clime without being tried witlo$t
or blight? Our way is up the river, we have to steémcurrent and struggle against a flood whichldiou
readily bear us to destruction. Thus, not onlyigribut black temptations assail the Christianithfa

As to what shape they take, we may say this minghtrial or temptation of each man is distinct
from that of every other. When God tested Abrahlaenwas bid to take his son, his only son, and offer
him upon a mountain for a sacrifice. Nobody hers eer tried in that way. Nobody ever will be. We
may have the trial of losing our child, but certginot the trial of having a command to offer him a
sacrifice. That was a trial peculiar to Abrahamgessary and useful to him, though never proposed to
us. In the case of the young man in the gospelsl.oul Jesus tried him with, “If you would be peafe
go and sell all that you have, and give to the pand you shall have treasure in heaven.” Some have
dreamed that it must therefore be the duty of da@aly to part with their possessions, but thatlig. st
would not be the duty of any man to offer up hisy@on and it is not the duty of every man to path
all his goods. These were tests to particular pex,sand others equally special and searching hese b
applied in other cases. We are not to try ourselvesto desire other men'’s trials. It will be wilive
endure those which the Lord appoints for us, feytill be wisely chosen. That which would most se-
verely test me would perhaps, be no trial to yood #hat which tries you, might be no temptatiomi®.
This is one reason why we often judge one anothseserely, because feeling ourselves to be sirong
that particular point, we argue that the fallen anest have been strong in that point too, and thexe
must have willfully and earnestly have determinedid wrong. This may be a cruel supposition. We
hastily conclude that the temptation must have lsefeeble in his case as it would have been in our
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own, which is a great mistake, for a temptationchiio you or to me would be no temptation at alhym
be to another individual, of a peculiar constitntend under singular circumstances, a most fience a
terrible blast from the adversary, before whichfélés mournfully, but not with malice aforethought.
Various trials, says the apostle, and he knew Wwhataid.

And dear friends, sometimes these various triais/d great force from their seemingly surrounding
us and cutting off escape. James says—‘Mtlunto various temptations”—Ilike men who fall into a pit
and do not know how to get out. Or like soldiersowall into an ambush, or travelers in the good old
times when two or three footpaths surrounded thechraade them feel that they had fallen into bad
hands. The tempted see not which way to turn. Hppear to be hemmed in. They are as a bird that is
taken in the fowler’'s snare. This it is that makatamity of our manifold temptations, that they ged
up our way and unless faith finds the clue, we veama a thorny maze.

At times temptation comes suddenly upon us andestall into it. When we were at rest and were
quiet, suddenly the evil came, like a lion leapiram the thicket. When Job’s children were eating a
drinking in their elder brother’s house, suddenlyiad came from the wilderness and the patriarch wa
bereaved. The cattle were plowing, the sheep wexeing), the camels were at their service, and in a
moment, by fire from heaven, and by robber barfuswhole of these possessions vanished. One mes-
senger had not told his story before another fadidwat his heels. Job had no breathing time, thedlo
fell thick and fast. The trial of our faith is masgtvere when various trials happen to us when ol lo
not for them. Is it not strange in the light of $kethings, that James should say, “Count it allvynen
you fall into divers trials”?

Those were the days of tumults, imprisonment, iikiien, sword and fire. Then the amphitheatre
devoured Christians by the thousands. The gengralas, “The Christians to the lions!” Do you won-
der if sometimes the bravest were made to sayuidaith really true? This faith which is abhorred
all mankind, can it be divine? Has it come from @atlhy, then, does He not interpose and deliver His
people? Shall we apostatize? Shall we deny Chndtlae, or shall we go on with our confession
through innumerable torments, even to a bloodyhtewill fidelity answer after all? Is there a crowh
glory?

We need trials as a test as much as we need diviteas our food. Admire the ancient types placed
in the ark of the covenant of old. Two things wkxiel close together—the pot of manna and the rod.
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See how heavenly food and heavenly rule go togetimev our sustenance and our chastening are equal-
ly provided for! A Christian cannot live withoutehmanna or without the rod. The two must go togeth-
er. I mean this, that it is as great a mercy teehgwur salvation proven to you under trial, as it have

it sustained in you by the consolations of the iBpfrGod. Sanctified tribulations work the prodfaur

faith, and this is more precious than that of gehdch perishes, though it is tried by fire.

Now, when we are able to bear it without starasgle the trial proves our sincerity. Coming out of
a trouble, the Christian says to himself, “Yeseldhfast to my integrity, and did not let it go.eBked be
God, | was not afraid of threats, | was not crushgdosses, | was kept true to God under pressure.
Now, | am sure that my religion is not a mere pssfen, but a real consecration to God. It has esttlur
the fire, being kept by the power of God.”

Next, it proveshe truthfulness of our doctrinal belief. “Oh, yes,” you may say, “I have heard Mr.
Spurgeon expound the doctrines and | have belithasd.” This is poor work, but if you have been sick
and found a comfort in those doctrines, then yauamsured of their truth. If you have been on thre b
ders of the grave, and the gospel has given yoafaygladness, then you know how true it is. Experi
ential knowledge is the best and surest. If youehssen others pass through death itself triumphantl
you have said, “This is proof to me. My faith is gess work, | have seen for myself.” Is not tlusua-
ance cheaply purchased at any price? May we nattgball joy when the Lord puts us in the way of
getting it? It seems to me that doubt is worse thah | had sooner suffer any affliction than leé to
guestion the gospel or my own interest in it. Gelyait is a jewel worth purchasing even with our
heart’s blood.

Next, your own faith in God is proved when you can cling to Him under temptatiNot only your
sincerity, but the divinity of your faith is provefr a faith that is never tried, how can you depapon
it? But, if in the darkest hour you have still sdidcast my burden upon the Lord and He will susta
me,” and you find He does sustain you, then is yaitin that of God’s elect. If in temptation youwdo
God in prayer that you may keep your garment uiegand He helps you to do so, then also are you
sure that yours is the faith which the Spirit begetthe soul. After a great fight of affliction,nen |
come forth a conqueror, | know that | do believésiod, and | know that this faith makes me a partake
of covenant blessings.

It is a splendid thing to be able to prove, eveBatanthe purity of your motives. That was the great
gain of Job. There was no question about his oatwanduct, but the question was about his motive.
“Ah,” says the devil, “he serves God for what hésgeut of Him. Have You not set a hedge about him
and all that he has? His is cupboard love; he caodsing for God Himself. He only cares for the re-
ward of his virtue.” Well, Job is tried, and evdmylg is taken away, and when he cries, “Though He
slay me, yet will | trust in Him.” When he blesgbe taking as well as the giving God, then the Idevi
himself could not have the prudence to accuse gamaAs to Job’s own conscience, it would be quite
settled and confirmed as to his pure love to Goy.bkéthren, | reckon that the endurance of every im
aginable suffering and trial would be a small piticgay for a settled assurance, which would fareve
prevent the possibility of doubt. Never mind theves, if they wash you upon this rock. Therefore,
when you are tempted, “Count it all joy” that yae #ried, because you will thus receive a proojair
love, a proof of your faith, a proof of your beitige true-born children of God.

James says, “Count it.” A man requires to be &aito be a good accountant. It is an art which sieed
to be learned. What muddles some of us would nmfake ihad to settle accounts and manage disburse-
ments and receipts without the aid of a clerk! Hegvshould get entangled with balances and deficits!
We could much easier spend money than count itwBeh a man once knows the science of bookkeep-
ing, and gets into the way of it, he readily arsi\a the true position of affairs. He has learreddunt
and no error escapes his eyes. James gives usharegkoner and teaches us in our troubles, how to
count. He sets before us a different kind of measwm that which carnal reason would use, the ahek

lll. Let us think of THE PRICELESS VIRTUE WHICH IS PRODBED BY TRIAL, namely, pa-
tience. For the proof of your faith “works patiericeatience! We all have a large stock of it—umié
need it, and then we have none. The man who trodggsses patience is the man that has been tried.
What kind of patience does he get by the graceanfF-irst, he obtains patience that accepts the tri-
als as from God without a murmur. Calm resignation does not come all at once. Ofterg lyears of
physical pain, or mental depression, or disappaantmin business, or multiplied bereavements are
needed to bring the soul into full submission te till of the Lord. After much crying the child is
weaned. After much chastening, the son is madeietetb his Father's will. By degrees we learn to
end our quarrel with God, and to desire that timeag not be two wills between God and ourselves, but
that God’s will may be our will. Oh, brothers andtars, if your troubles work you to that, you are
gainer, | am sure, and you may count them all joy.

The next kind of patience is when experience essadlman to bear ill treatment, slander and injury
without resentment. He feels it keenly, but he balameekly. Like his Master, he opens not his rhout
to reply and refuses to return railing for railiri@pntrariwise, he gives blessing in return for mgslike
the sandalwood tree which perfumes the axe whith ituBlessed is that holy charity which hopes all
things, endures all things and is not easily predlAh, friend, if the grace of God by trial, shatbrk
in you the quiet patience which never grows anguy @ever ceases to love, you may have lost a trifle
comfort, but you have gained a solid weight of eloter.

The patience which God works in us by tribulatadso takes another form, namely, tbhhgcting
without undue haste. Before wisdom has balanced our zeal, we are eageerive God all in a hurry,
with a rush and a spurt, as if everything must ®meedwithin the hour or nothing would ever be accom-
plished. We set about holy service with somewhatenad preparedness of heart after we have been
drilled in the school of trial. We go steadily arebolutely about work for Jesus, knowing what poor
creatures we are and what a glorious Master wees@itve Lord our God is in no hurry because He is
strong and wise. In proportion as we grow like ltloed Jesus, we shall cast aside disturbance of mind
and fury of spirit. His was a grand lifework, bué Hever seemed to be confused, excited, worried, or
hurried, as certain of His people are. He did rioves nor cry, nor cause His voice to be heardha t
streets. He knew His hour was not yet come, anek twere so many days in which He could work and
therefore He went steadily on till He had finistied work which His Father had given Him to do. That
kind of patience is a jewel more to be desired tiengem which glitters on the imperial brow. Some-
times we blunder into a deal of mischief, makingrenlbbaste than speed, and we are sure to do so when
we forget to pray, and fail to commit our mattemoithe Divine hands. We may run with such vehe-
mence that we may stumble, or lose our breath.elimary be in our random efforts as much undoing as
doing, for need of possessing our souls in patience

That is a grand kind of patience too, wheacan wait without unbelief. Two little words are good
for every Christian to learn and to practice—prayg atay. Waiting on the Lord implies both praying
and staying. What if the world is not converted thear! What if the Lord Jesus does not come tomor-
row! What if our tribulations are lengthened outh¥¥ if the conflict is continued! He that has béged
and by grace has obtained the true profit of hadstboth quietly waits and joyfully hopes for thalva-
tion of God. Patience, brothers and sisters! Is tigh virtue scarce with you? The Holy Spirit $ -
stow it upon you through suffering.

This patience also takes the shapéabfeving without wavering, in the very teeth of strange provi-
dences and singular statements, and perhaps imniagivings. The established Christian says, “I be-
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lieve my God, and therefore, if the vision tardesill wait for it. My time is not yet come. | anothave
my worst things first and my best things afterwaatsl so | sit down at Jesus’ feet and wait for |kiis
sure.”

Brothers and sisters, if, in a word, we leandurance, we have taken a high degree. You look at the
weather-beaten sailor, the man who is at home @s¢h. He has a bronzed face and mahogany-colored
flesh. He looks as tough as heart of oak and adyhes if he were made of iron. How different fros u
poor landsmen. How did the man become so accustémbdrdships, so able to breast the storm, so
that he does not care whether the wind blows seat$t-or north-west? He can go out to sea in ang kin
of weather. He has his sea legs on. How did he dorttas strength? By doing business in great gater
He could not have become a hardy seaman by taronrghore. Now, trial works in the saints that-spir
itual hardihood which cannot be learned in easel iviay go to school forever, but you cannot leam en
durance there. You may color your cheeks with pdiat you cannot give them that ingrained brown
which comes of stormy seas and howling winds. $tfarth and brave patience come of trouble and a
few men in the church who have thus been prepaeedvarth anything in times of tempest. To reach
that condition of firm endurance and sacred hamthis worth all the expense of all the heaped-up
troubles that ever come upon us from above or tbenmeath. When trial works patience, we are incalcu-
lably enriched. The Lord give us more of this cleojzace. As Peter’s fish had the money in its mouth
so does sanctified trials have spiritual richesimse who endure them graciously.

IV. Lastly, all this works something better still, atids is our fourth head, THE SPIRITUAL
COMPLETENESS PROMOTED. “That you may be perfect antire, wanting nothing.” Brethren, the
most valuable thing a man can get in this worlth&t which has most to do with his truest self. Arm
gets a good house. Well, that is something. Bupss@ he is in bad health, what is the good ofihes f
mansion? A man is well clothed and well fed, tsasomething. But suppose he shivers with fever and
has no appetite through indigestion? That spoad.itf a man is in robust health, this is a faoreval-
uable gift. Health is far more to be prized tharalthe or honor, or learning. We all agree to tliait
suppose that a man’s innermost self is diseasel@ Wisi body is healthy, so that he is disgracedibg
or fevered with passion? He is in a poor plightwithstanding that he has such a robust frame. The
very best thing is that which will make the man batf, a better man, make him right, true, pure and
holy. When the man himself is better, he has madenguestionable gain. So, if our afflictions teb,
trying our faith, to breed patience, and that patgetends to make us into perfect men in Chrigis]es
then we may be glad of trials. Afflictions by Godjsace make us all-around men, developing every
spiritual faculty, and therefore they are our fdenour helpers, and should be welcomed with tail’j

Afflictions find out our weak points, and this neskus attend to them. Being tried, we discover our
failures, and then going to God about those fasluree are helped to be perfect and entire, wanting
nothing.

Moreover, our trials, when blessed of God to ma&k@atient, ripen us. | do not know how to explain
what | mean by “ripening,” but there is a sort ofllowness about believers who have endured a great
deal of affliction that you never see in other deofi cannot be mistaken or imitated. A certairaswee
of sunlight is needed to bring out the real flawbfruits, and when a fruit has felt its measuréwoifning
sun, it develops a lusciousness which we all deilghSo is it in men and women, a certain amount o
trouble appears to be necessary to create a csrgar of graciousness in them, so that they may co
tain the rich, ripe juice of a gracious charac¥su must have known such men and such women, and
have said to yourselves, “I wish | could be likerthh so calm, so quiet, so self-contained, so hagpy,
when not happy, yet so content not to be happynaire in judgment, so spiritual in conversatian, s
truly ripe.” This only comes to those in whom threqf of their faith works experience, and then expe
ence brings forth the fruits of the Spirit. Deaothiers and sisters, there is a certain all-roursloéspir-
itual manhood which never comes to us except byifoidntemptations. Let me attempt to show you
what | mean. Sanctified trials producehastened spirit. Some of us by nature are rough and untende
But after a while, friends notice that the roughnssdeparting, and they are quite glad to be rgere
tly handled. Ah, that sick chamber did the polighiinder God’s grace, that depression of spirdt th
loss, that cross, that bereavement—these softémedatural ruggedness, and made the man meek and

church, as oil to machinery. A man that has neu#fesed feels very awkward when he tries to sympa-
thize with a tried child of God. He kindly does tisst, but he does not know how to go to work.at it
But those repeated blows from the rod make usféeedthers who are smarting, and by degrees, we are
recognized as being the Lord’s anointed comfort@@ie meet by temptation to succor those who are
tempted.

Have you never noticed how tried men, too, wheir tinouble is thoroughly sanctified, beconagl-
tious and humble? They cannot speak quite as fast as they used &y dd not talk of being absolutely
perfect, though they are the very men who are &oafly perfect; they say little about their doingsd
much about the tender mercy of the Lord. They tecbthe whipping they had behind the door from
their Father's hands and they speak gently to agh@ng ones. Affliction is the stone which our Hor
Jesus throws at the brow of our giant pride, angpee is the sword which cuts off its head.

Those, too, are the kind of people who are mgoatieful. | have known what it is to praise God for
the power to move one leg in bed. It may not searamto you, but it was a great blessing to me. They
that are heavily afflicted come to bless God foergthing. | am sure that woman who took a piece of
bread and a cup of water for her breakfast, ard| $aihat? All this, and Christ, too!” must have hee
tried woman, or she would not have exhibited somgratitude. And that old Puritan minister was sure
ly a tried man, for when His family had only a legrand a few potatoes for dinner, He said, “Lavd,
bless You that You have ransacked sea and landdddod for us this day.” If he had not been adri
man, he might have turned up his nose at the rasahany do at much more sumptuous fare. Troubled
men get to be grateful men, and that is no smigth

As a rule, where God’'s grace works, these comgetiaopeful men. Where others think the storm
will destroy the vessel, they can remember storqusky fierce which did not destroy it, and so tlzeg
so calm that their courage keeps others from despai

These men, too, becomaworldly men. They have had too much trouble to think they can ever
build their nest in this black forest. There are toany thorns in their nest for them to reckon that
can be their home. These birds of paradise takbeio wings and are ready to fly away to the lahd o
unfading flowers.

And these much-tempted ones are frequettttymost spiritual men, and out of this spirituality
comesusefulness. Mr. Great-Heart, who led the band of pilgrimstoghe celestial city, was a man of
many trials, or he would not have been fit to lsadnany to their heavenly rest. And you, dear fength
if ever you are to be a leader and a helper, asmymud wish to be, in the church of God, it mustidye
such means as this that you must be prepared 9o iyou not wish to have every virtue developed? D
you not wish to become a perfect man in Christ gedtiso, welcome with all joy various trials and
temptations. Fly to God with them. Bless Him forimg sent them. Ask Him to help you to bear them
with patience, and then let that patience haveetsect work. And so, by the Spirit of God, you ltha
become “perfect and entire, lacking in nothing.”yMhe Comforter bless this word to your hearts, for
Jesus Christ's sake. Amen.
