Luke 22:19.

“THIS do"—that is, take bread, give thanks, breialand eat it—take the cup, filled with the fruft o
the vine, give thanks, and drink you all of“iThis do.” Take care that you do just what Jesus did;
more, and no less. This act was done at a tableenthey had been eating the Passover. This act was
performed at a common meal, and was not a sagcrifieea celebration, nor a function, nor anything
more than a significant eating of bread and drigkah wine after a devout fashion. This do, then. As
often as you break the bread, and as often as yok of the cup, remember the Lord Jesus. It is thi
that we are to do and not something else which Ineasupposed to grow out of it. He does not say, “Do
something else in remembrance of Me—something wiacthmay choose to do, retaining this act as the
backbone of it, buthis do.” Thiswhich has just been done: this in all its simpyicsolemnity, and in-
tent.

Alas, how sadly have men forgotten this! The pupper has not been a grand enough display. To
break bread, and to drink wine, have not seeméleim to be sufficiently solemn, or sufficiently gor
geous, and so they have added all kinds of ritdsirastitutions. That which was only a table theyda
made into an altar, and that which was a suppemnatiing more, they have changed into a celebration
They do notthis, but they do something else which they have devisetielaborated. Imagine Paul or
Peter attending mass, and observing the variousfigetions—the moving to and fro, the lifting umda
the stoopings down, and all the various operataitte Roman priesthood too many to describe! Paul
would pluck Peter by the sleeve, and say, “Our Bradid nothing like this when He took bread and
gave thanks and broke it.” Peter would reply, “Vdifferent this from the guest-chamber at JerusHlem
And Paul would add, “Yes, indeed, my brother, vé@ifferent this from the time when the first beliese
met together, and broke bread, and drank of thercapmmon, in remembrance of their Lord.”

Whatever other communities may do, be it ours, meghven, to stand fast Byhis do in remem-
brance of Me.”This,” simply “this,” and nothing more, and nothing lebsead, not a wafer; fruit of
the vine, not the concoction of chemistry inflanwéth fiery spirit. We use this fruit of the vine acup,
and that cup not reserved, but partaken of by\d.have before us bread, and that not worshipsedt a
the elevation of the host, but broken and eater.Idrd and His disciples sat at a table and ateag a
feast, and not a sacrifice; they reclined, andndiikneel. So would we do, because He has Saids
do,” and not something else.

Then, beloved friends, we shall have to be verychfat upon another point, namely, that if we do
this, we do it for the purpose for which He gavenimely, in remembrance of Him. Jesus never said,
“This do, that you may offer an unbloody sacrificé/here in Holy Scripture is there a syllable like
either from our Lord’s own lips, or from those bktapostles? He never said, “Do this as the peabetu
repetition of My death.” To my mind the very thougé blasphemy, for our Lord claims to have fin-
ished His work, and having died unto sin once, ldéas no more dominion over Him. The Jewish sacri-
fices, by reason of their insufficiency, were oftepeated, but “this Man, after He had offered sae
rifice for sins forever, sat down on the right hafdsod.” They blaspheme the sacrifice of Chrisbwh
imagine that any man, call him priest or not, cantimue, repeat, or complete that sacrifice for Kirs
finished, and our Lord has gone into His glory. Biput away by His bearing it in His own body b t
tree.

| would not, for my part, on any account adopt plesture of kneeling in receiving the Lord’s Sup-
per, because if it does not actually imply worsbfgghe bread and wine, it has a tendency to lead us
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away from remembrance of the person Himself int@doration of the memorials. The sacred supper
was a feast, not a ceremony. The posture usec dedist was that of lying along—the easiest posture
into which they could put themselves. That is rmigruous with our western custom, but the analogous
position is that of sitting as much at ease asiplesavhich posture | would encourage you to pelisis

Let us keep the feast as a feast, but by no maaad ks though we were performing an act of worship
before an altar. Adoration of the invisible Godalways right and proper, but if a certain postwenss

to take away from the very essence of the festiaid-a festival it is, and if in addition it encoges
superstition, then kneel not, but sit, atalthisin remembrance of Christ. Do this, and nothing e¢sd

do it in remembrance, and for no other purpose,ifiady other posture looks another way, abjure it,
and keep close to that for which you have a preteddne Church of Rome prizes the great picture by
Leonardo da Vinci, and in it all the apostles arated at the table. Is this at all like the mads@ Jup-

per is to be eaten in remembrance, and for notimage, but that, as we shall have to show you, is no
little thing. “This do in remembrance of Me.”

Seeing that this is a feast of remembrance, letsksourselves a questioride we know the Lord?
“This do in remembrance of Me.” If you know nothin§ a person, if you have had no acquaintance
with him, you cannot remember him. Like a two-edgabrd, this simple statement of truth sweeps
through this audience tonight, and divides it imtWWhether or not | may come to the Lord’s Table
must depend upon whether | know the Lord Jesudo arot know Him. If | am a stranger to Him, | may
not come, for | may only come to remember Him, hodnnot come to remember Him if | do not know
Him, so that it is a profanation of this blessestittion for any man to draw near to the table wlbes
not know Christ already. O sirs, this is no sawimdinance; it was never meant to be, its interdtes
only to those who are saved. To know Jesus Clsristernal life, and as you may not come without tha
knowledge, it is clear that you may not come unigasare saved. If any of you dream that your parti
ipation in your last moments in what is called “Bsrament” will save you, you are under a deep-del
sion. You may as well trust to the incantationg afitch as to the performance of any ceremony what-
ever, by whomsoever, in order to convey salvatoogadu. Salvation is by faith in Jesus Christ, amat t
is not worked by the corporeal act of swallowingdt and wine. You must be born again, and that is
not effected by material substances, however coatst; it is the work of the Holy Spirit. Until you
have believed in Jesus, and so know Him, and kn@apblwer within you, and have come to personal
dealings with Him, instead of getting a blessiranirthe ordinance, you would eat and drink condemna-
tion to yourselves, not discerning the Lord’s bodpu are not capable of discerning that body if you
have no faith. Let every man examine himself asiscknowledge of our Lord, and so let him eat as th
bread and drink of this cup. If you do not know Hjou cannot remember Him, and therefore, hands off
from the tokens of remembrance.

One word—one solemn word here, which | would spsik my whole soul. Remember, if you do
not know Him, the day will come in which He willys#o you, “I never knew you.” If there is no per-
sonal intimacy between you and Christ, He will disoyou in the day when He comes in the glory of
His Father, and all His holy angels with Him. ItiMde idle to say, “Lord, we have eaten and drumk i
Your presence and You have taught in our stre#itgdu do not know Him, He does not know you and
there will be simply this reply to all your clainekved from external religion—"Depart from Me, you
cursed, | never knew you.” But, dearly beloved;ati do know the Lord—and I trust that many here do
indeed know Him—then it is certain that He has rfemted Himself to you. Wondrous love! Lord, how
is it that You will manifest Yourself to us? Youuslooked to Him; you have trusted in Him; you have
lived upon Him, and all this because He has remeedbgou in your low estate. You remember Him
with joy at this moment because of your past exgmee of Him. He is so dear to you that you must re-
member Him. You could not live without Him. He i your salvation and all your desire. Well, thén,
is for you to come to this festival, and do thisemembrance of Him.

I. My first point shall be that THE MAIN OBJECT OF THEORD’S SUPPER IS EVIDENTLY
THAT WE SHOULD REMEMBER CHRIST BY IT. Notice thisgpticularly. It is not that you should
call to mind a doctrine, though | would not havelygnorant or unmindful of any truth which the Stpir
of God has revealed; neither is it that you shdagdnindful of a precept, though, beloved, | wouddrdn
you be careful that in all things you do your Sagiavill. But the pith and essence of your businass
His table is, “This do in remembranoeMe,” that is, of Himself—of His own blessed person.rikhnot
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of Him as an abstraction! Dream not of Him as aandea! Do not merely contemplate Him as an his-
torical personage who was once before men, anddwagpassed from off the canvas of history, as Con-
fucius, Zoroaster, or the like. No; He ever livasd abides an actual, ever energetic force and rpowe
among men of every age. Jesus is of that diviner@avhich dwells perpetually in the present tense—
the same yesterday, today, and forever. Belovegoadive by Him, you must learn to live in Him,cn
with Him, so as to know Him as a friend with whowuyare really familiar. The Christ of our dreams is
but a dream; we need a real, living, personal §haisd it is Jesus Christ Himself that we haveeto r
member tonight at this table.

And if we do this, we shall remember Him, firgtith gratitude as our Saviolf | have anything of
hope, | owe it all to You, incarnate God, Son & Highest, and Son of Mary, too. Your love, Yote,li
Your death, Your resurrection, Your power at thghtihand of God—these must be the pillars of my
hope, if hope | have at all—

“All our immortal hopes are laid

In You, our Surety and our Head;

Your cross, Your cradle, and Your throne,
Are big with glories yet unknown.”

He has saved us, brethren, and loved us and blessedh everlasting consolation within Himself.
Oh, let us think of Him! The streams of which yain# are sweet, but think of the fountainhead. Your
healing is a thing to sing of forever. Remembet fftau are healed by His stripes, and think of those
cruel scourges, those five wounds, that body caverigh a bloody sweat, that dear, thorn-encircled
brow, those eyes all dimmed with blood. Remembsusdélimself, | pray you, and think neither of par-
don, nor of justification, nor of sanctificationapfrom Him. The streams of love | trace up to fiben-
tain in the heart of Christ, and remember Him tanigith deepest gratitude. Follow me, my beloved, i
this meditation; yes, go before me, and get neartire heart of your Redeemer.

You must remember Him, nextyith profound reverence as your living exampigour living and
reigning Lord. Know you not that as many of youhave been washed in His blood are henceforth
God'’s servants, even as He was? You are not todogwn will, but His will who has redeemed you.
His example is to you the embodiment of the Lowdils Do we not sweetly sing—

“My dear Redeemer and my Lord,

| read my duty in Your Word;

But in Your life the law appears

Drawn out in living characters”?
It is yours, then, to remember the Lord Jesusybatmay follow Him. In sickness, recollect Him insH
patience. When you are persecuted, recollect Hiligngentleness. In holy service, remember Him
with His burning zeal. In your times of solitudemember Him and His midnight prayers, and when
you are in public, and have to bear witness, renggrklim and His lion-like declarations of the gospel
Remember Him so that He becomes your pattern, andaye the reproduction of Himself, and so the
best memorial of Him.

Thus enabled by the Holy Spirit to remember yourdLwith gratitude as your Savior, with rever-
ence as your Lord, you will remember Humth confidence as your strengtHe has not left you in this
world to serve Him at your own charges, and to Ibéiarcross alone. Remember Him, for He remem-
bers you so as to be ever with you. “Lo, | am wjitu alway,” says He, “even unto the end of the
world.” Will you let Him be near you unnoticed andremembered? Never say, “I am lonely.” You are
not alone if you remember Jesus. O widow and fihkerone, say not, “I| am comfortless.” He has said,
“I will not leave you comfortless: | will come taoy.” Remember Him without ceasing. When you are
strong, remember Him, for your strength comes fidim. When you are weak, remember him, for He
can give you the help you need. Oh, that in alesrand places Christ were all in all to us!—

“Remember You! Your death, Your shame

Our hearts’ sad load to bear!

O memory, leave no other name

But His recorded there!”
| would have the image of my Lord printed on thérmof my hands that | mighto nothing without
Him, and | would have it painted on my eyes, thatight seenothing except through Him. It were bet-
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ter still to have it stamped upon my heart, thatvayy life might not beat except to the music of Hi
name.

Remember Him, too, beloved, wsur great representative before the throne of Gddeliever, at
this very moment heaven is yours! Jesus, your diowegr, has taken possession of eternal glory im you
name. The throne of God has in the midst of itgloeified Man, the everlasting Son of God, whohis t
Covenant Head and Redeemer of His people. Nevgetfddim, but keep your eye fixed upon Him,
even as He keeps His eye upon you. He lives! TeatdRedeemer lives! He lives to plead for you. Do
not get into the habit of the Romish church, wheghibits its dead Christ everywhere, or its babyi€th
in the virgin’s arms. Jesus is neither of thesthigtpresent. “He is not here; He is risen.” HeéVlt is
the living Christ that we believe in, the ascen@dulist we are trusting in, the Christ to come thatare
hoping for. There, where He pleads with all autlypis our grand hope, for “He is able to save them
the uttermost that come unto God by Him, seeing@V lives to make intercession for them.”

Remember Him, once agaias soon to comePerhaps while yet these lips are feebly fashpnin
halting words concerning wondrous mysteries, thenfret may ring out above all earthly sounds. Even
on this Sabbath night we may be called to behatdctbud upon which the Son of Man has come! “Of
that day and hour knows no man,” and vain is thly fehich is perpetually prophesying of that con-
cerning which it knows nothing. Yet this is certatime Lord Jesus will come to judge and to reige-*
hold, the Bridegroom comes.” He said long ago, ‘@dhl come quickly.” He has been coming in haste
ever since, and He must be drawing very near. Nbis,is what we are always to remember, for His
coming will be the manifestation of His people asllvas of Himself. His coming will witness the re-
ward of His saints as well as His own reward. Theall He shine forth, and with Him “the righteous
shall shine forth as the sun in the kingdom ofrtRkaither.”

Alas, we too much forget Him in all these aspettshr that we more easily forget than remember,
and yet the remembrance of one so dear shouldtbeahto us. Did you suspect, when you were first
converted, that you could ever forget Him? “Oh, you said—

“Let the babe forget its mother,

Let the bridegroom slight his bride;

True to You, I'll love no other,

Clinging closely to Your side.”
So we said, but not so have we done. How oftenavasif we had not the living Christ to run to! We
fret as if Jesus were still lying in the sepulch®e act as if we were going to live here foreveq did
not expect our Lord to come and take us away twibe Him. We act as if we had no Master but our
own wanton will. We act despairingly as if we haw $hepherd to take care of us, and no Savior who
had redeemed us with His precious blood. Comehtwet this will never do. It is dishonorable to our
Lord, and disgraceful to ourselves. You see theareavhy the supper should have been instituted; our
treacherous memories require it. Let us gathet as to a most needful though right royal feastwe
have need to be reminded of our own dear Lord, svkeetly says to us, “This do in remembrance of
Me.”

II. And now | take a second point. | want to show ybuheat THE MODE WHICH OUR LORD
HAS ORDAINED OF HELPING OUR MEMORIES IS IN ITSELFXCEEDINGLY STRIKING. It
could not be more so. If | stood opposite to aaragarnished with paper roses and other childistgh
and if | were to try and perform, before you atire of these prettinesses which are considereddacr
by the followers of Rome, | should want a long titneexplain it all to you, and when | had done my
best, you would not be able to make heads or adiis | have stood and watched the Catholic pragst
the altar with the earnest desire to see if thexe anything to be learned, and | could not leaghamg.
| could not make out what the ornamental person atas think | have read as much as most people
about such things, but it does seem to me thaeibehavior of the priest at the mass is a synithisla
very dark one; if it is intended to teach the pegphhey need to know a great deal before they eam |
anything from it. Surely to find anything in the ssathe devout must bring it with them, for these i
nothing there. But if you take the cloth from yondable, you will see before you simply bread and
wine, and when you see us celebrate the ordinamightt, you will notice that we do nothing but kkea
the bread and eat it, and pass round the wine4edmank therefrom. All that is done extremely sim-
ple,and the Savior seemed to wish for that simpliddgcause He was Himself a very simple, unaffect-
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ed, plain man. All the pomp that He ever had wasmwHe rode through Jerusalem, but it was on a colt,
the foal of an ass. Even then all the pomp corgsist¢his; the people laid their garments in thadrand
strewed branches along the way in the excess ofjtdye Golden ornaments, and flowers, and incense,
and acolytes are far removed from His plain andinaahabits. Only fancy some of His disciples risin
from the dead and stepping into—well—St. Paul'sedtal, which is called Protestant, but is about as
Popish as it very well can be. Supposing they whikethere—James and John together—the two sons
of Zebedee. Perhaps stopping before some of ttigy phengs, James would wonderingly ask, “John,
where have we got?” And John would say, “We ara ichamber of imagery, a temple of idols. Our
Lord Jesus would not be happy here.” “Why,” saysiels “it is Paul's church, fetch him in.” Surely
when Paul came in, and looked at all those imagdsdacorations, he would say, “Here | see another
gospel, which is not another, but there are somaé tlouble you, and would pervert the gospel of
Christ.” That is putting it mildly. We are gettirig have the idolatries of Rome set up in the chesch
called national, and this is not done by thoseedalbutwardly and honestly, Romanists, but by those
who are really so in their hearts, and yet wearRh&estant name. The Lord Jesus Christ was just a
simple peasant at Galilee, and the garment He waseanalogous to our common smock frock, a gar-
ment “without seam, woven from the top throughoUtiere was not a bit of stateliness or affectation
about Him, and in all that He ordained you canmad one single pompous ceremony. His followers
were baptized in water, but where did He ordait, sald oil, and spittle? Where did He bid them make
the sign of the cross or set forth sponsors? Hiewers gathered for worship and sang hymns in His
praise, but where were their “thurifers” and tHeirucifers”? Where were “the stations of the cr@ss”
Where are all these things in the Scriptures? Tdreyinventions of later and darker days, but Jesus
knew nothing of them; neither did His apostles #mase who followed them know anything of such
rubbish. It was all plain telling of the dear loeeGod to men, and of how men should love one arpth
and love Jesus as their Savior, and that was all.LOrd instituted this simple supper as the meaiori
of a plain, simple, honest Savior, who had no gamidis or priest craft about Him, but was simply a
man among men.

But, next, our Lord’s Supper was intended to be exquent “This do you, as oft as you drink it,
in remembrance of Me.” He has laid down no rulécawhen we shall break bread, but the custom was
certainly to break it on the first day of the weakd | think oftener, for it seems to me that thegke
bread from house to house. It was not a ceremaatyréguired a minister or a priest. When believers
were together they broke bread in memory of Chraty-two or three of them—and so they remem-
bered Him. It is most delightful, when traveling, remember Christ in your own room, where two or
three brethren meet together. You have nothingtbut to break bread and drink wine in remembrance
of Him. | know of nothing more sweet or more instive than this divine ordinance, which grows more
impressive the oftener you attend to it. It oughbé frequent. Our Scotch friends were wrong as\g/iro
could be in having it so seldom, but they are megdThe frequency of it is to show how often wedhee
to be reminded of our dear Lord, for we are pranétget Him. We ought always to remember Him,
and therefore an institution intended to keep upremory should be frequently used. Since He bids
His disciples do it often, there is an instructiont that we should constantly remember Him in our
most souls. Inasmuch as He gave this for a memaal for nothing else, and gave it to all His disc
ples, bidding all His followers, until He shouldrae, do this in remembrance of Him, it was to show
that we all need to remember Him, and all need helgpo so. We are all forgetful; the best Christian
highest in grace, still needs this memorial, foihapt to forget. Backsliding Christians needf ipossi-
ble, still more, that their failing memories may ilewived. Sinners will do well to look upon it, fdr
may be that the memorials of the Lord’s death nmeyse them to remember their sins, and turn to their
Savior.

But to come a little closer to the table. | wanuyto notice that when our Lord bids us remember
Himself—“This do in remembrance d&fle”’—he gives us an ordinance whibhings before us His
death.Now, this, though it looks a very trite sayingaisery important point. The bread is His flesh, the
wine His blood. They represent those two thingd.tBey are separated; the bread is not in the wioe,
the wine in the bread. The two in separate vessplesent a body with the blood separated froemid,
thus they are the token of death. Very well, tit&hen the Lord says, “This do in remembrance of Me,”
He gives us a memorial of His death, which plat@gches us that the chief point of remembrance in
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our Lord Jesus is His death. He Himself regardesidéiath as the very center, heart, and soul of what
He would fix on our memories. Therefore those wap that His example is everything, or His teaching
is everything, do greatly err, for when we rememian, the first thing to be remembered is, “He has
redeemed us to God by His blood.” “Redeemer” isrtame to which our memories must most tena-
ciously cling. His blood, His redemption, His atament, His substitutionary sacrifice are always ¢o b
kept to the front. “We preach Christ crucified,”daypou believe in Christ crucified. The reason of ou
success under God in this house of prayer is teahave always preached Christ as the atoning sacri-
fice, the sinner’s substitute, and whosoever girathch this boldly, clearly, and thoroughly, pudtinas

the crown of the gospel system, shall find God Wliélss His word. As for you, if you would have com-
fort and joy and peace, cling to the cross; lo@agily to the accepted sacrifice. Never get awamnfr
your Lord Jesus, and when you remember Him, letpdssion be the main thought which rises before
you.

Next, notice another thinghis festival reminds us of the covenant of grd2er Lord Jesus Christ,
while He bade us remember Himself, said of the ETipis cup isthe newcovenantin My blood.” That
is the word. Read “testament,” if you prefer itt bdeel sure you are nearer the sense when yall rea
“the newcovenantn My blood.” What, then? When | am to remembeudeHimself, | am to take the
cup which is the token of the covenant. Ah, belévwédu cannot know Christ thoroughly unless you
understand the doctrine of the two covenants, amhect Him with the covenant of grace. You must
know that “covenant, ordered in all things, andesufor the cup is to remind you of it, by remindin
you of Him. Christ is best seen when you see HirHigs1covenant relationship. Do you all know about
that covenant? You know there was a covenant matieAdam in which we were all included, but that
covenant failed. Father Adam broke it, and weaat the blessing which his obedience would have pro
cured us. There is another covenant made withabernsl Adam, Christ Jesus, and because He has kept
the covenant, all that are in that covenant stanever in Him. “As in Adam all die, so in Christadhall
be made alive” who are in Christ. The one covemnainied all that were in it; the second covenanesav
all that are in it. As we take that cup, we do camal accept joyfully our interest in that covenahick
was made with Christ, which is established on tire $oundation of His perfect obedience. Behold the
blood of the everlasting covenant! May the Lorduddse brought to your memory tonight as your cove-
nant head and surety, and as you drink of the ma&y, you feel confidence and joy in Him who is your
Surety! May your soul sing, “Although my house lm¢ so with God; yet He has made with me an ever-
lasting covenant, ordered in all things, and silites is all my salvation, and all my desire.” Yoees
then, the oceans of instruction which lie in on¢haf emblems. Lose none of it.

But there is yet one more thing. It is this. Yoe &aught by this institution th#éte very best way in
which you can remember Christ is by receiving HDh, the sweetness of that truth if you will remem-
ber it when you come to this table! You are notealsto bring bread with you. It is here. You are not
asked to bring a cup with you. It is here alreachwmled. What have you to do? Nothing but to eatl a
to drink. You have to be receivers and nothing m@'ell, now, whenever you want to remember your
Lord and Master, you need not say, “I must do saimgtfor Him.” No, no, let Him do something for
you.

CHRIST, IS ONE WHICH IS IN ITSELF MOST INVITING. lteme show you what | mean. There is
one here who cries, “I have forgotten my Savidalidl love Him. | hope my love has not quite gonet, bu
| seem to be very chill and cold. Alas! | have fattgn my Lord.” Where should you go to have that
love revived and refreshed? Should you not comeaevipeu will be helped to remember Him? He says,
“This do in remembrance of Me.” You say that yowd&rgotten your Lord. Come and remember Him
again. Do not stay away, but come with all the meagerness. Remember Him as you did at first, when
you came laden with guilt, and full of fears, anlden you just cast yourself upon your Lord, and tbun
peace. Come, and rest in Him again. Dear brothaar,tlyat are afraid that your first profession was a
mistake, come and begin again at the table. We gavento midsummer, and the plants put out the
midsummer shoot, you know; | want you to put outvrghoots also.

Jesus with the poorest, meanest, and most impafecbrtals.

| am never happier than when | am in your midst,alpved brethren, and we all sit around the ta-
ble, because | think of all the Lord has done fou yand for me. Why, it is not worth while going to
heaven alone. A little lost child sits down on tworstep of a West end mansion and cries becaisse it
so lonely; is that to be our position in heaveng e to take no friends there with us? Who wantseto
solitary in the New Jerusalem? But oh, to come witlof you to the table, and to look into the facd
all God'’s people, and to believe that the Lord 3&Shrist is in each one of them! They are a popr lo
full of mistakes, full of errors, full of infirmigs, just like their minister, but the Lord has ldwbem,
and bought them with His blood. A precious Chrigt id, not only to have saved me but tens of thou-
sands of His saints everywhere, for there are jgeopHis in all churches, even in the churches #nat
most full of error. He has redeemed by His preciglo®d His own elect in the midst of them all. Why,
the sight of you helps me to recollect Jesus, amgkt a better idea of Him—both your Christ, and my
Christ, and not our Christ alone, but the Chrisalbthe myriads redeemed by His blood.

May God’s infinite mercy bless
the Lord’s Supper to the Lord’s people!
