By sukingt
to that sacred ordinance, we declare that we ®lenselves to be dead with Him, because of His en-
durance of the death penalty, and dead to the veorddto the dominion of sin by His Spirit; at treerse
time, we also profess our faith in our Lord’s resation, and that we ourselves are raised up ioruni
with Him, and have come forth through faith intoumess of life. It is a very impressive and vividrsy
bol, but it is without meaning unless we rise toiywof life.

We read in Matthew 20:18, 19, how He
was to be betrayed, condemned to death, deliverdtetGentiles, mocked, scourged, and crucifietl, bu
we note that all the gloom of that dread tragedgimsoved by the few words with which our Lord ended
the story, “And the third day He shall rise againtie blaze of resurrection lights up the whole taraf
the Valley of the Shadow. His death wears no dishom its brow, for His rising again has set a drad
thereon. We celebrate Gethsemane and Calvary,jhaid bitterness in all their grief, because deésth
swallowed up in the victory of resurrection.
