“Man, know yourself,”
is a frequent exhortation of the philosophers attreaand self-knowledge is said to be the highesnf
of knowledge, but it is not. “Man, know your Gods’a far wiser precept, for knowledge of God as far
excels all other knowledge as the heavens are highe the earth. It is life eternal to know Hirhet
only true God, and Jesus Christ whom He has serdwi§our God, then, for here your hope, your com-
fort, your holiness, your heaven will be found.

God may well desire to make to Himself a name—ihab say, to make Himself known—because
He is worthy to be known. There is no name so welithy of publication. There is no character like
His. There is none that can be compared to HimnEweong the gods of the heathen, if they were gods,
there is none like our God, and, indeed, ther@igerother. He can truly say, “| am Jehovah, ancktlse
none beside Me.” He ought to be known, and it veogthy motive of His actions that He should make
unto Himself a great name.

In seeking to open up this subject, | shall sagt of all, thatGod’s design in making to Himself a
great name has been accomplishedcondlythis design is still being accomplisheahd, thirdly,the
design is, in itself, exceedingly delightful

|. First, GOD’'S DESIGN HAS BEEN ACCOMPLISHED. From elasting He was God most glo-
rious; He existed, but He had as yet no name. F@anae is that by which anyone is revealed, and unti
His power called into being the hosts of heaverd @as God alone, and there were none to whom He
could be known. Then the angels lifted high Hisggan their songs, and bowed low before His throne
In creation His name was manifested and magnifidten the foundations of the earth were laid, “the
morning stars sang together, and all the sons af $houted for joy.” Man was made in the image of
God for His own glory, and all things existed forsHpraise. “He is over all, God blessed forever.
Amen.” But our subject is how God has made His nglogous among men. Let us consider it.

The text speaks of God as making to Himself atgaed glorious namen redeeming IsraelWhen
He poured His plagues on Egypt, and afflicted ib&l$ of Zoan, proud Pharaoh would not yield. He
thought himself able to contend against JehovahtHautyrant trembled. He sought the intercession o
Moses, and, at last, he was glad to let IsraelGpm triumphed over Pharaoh. When Pharaoh gathered
up his spirit once more, his heart being hardeaed,he pursued Israel to the Red Sea, and Godtpermi
ted him to follow His people into the midst of twaters, until the waves returned in all their mjgirtd
quickly swallowed him up. Then sang the childrerisoéel, “The depths have covered them: they sank
into the bottom as a stone.” God’s name was glaribiat day insomuch that they sang again, “Who is
like unto You, O Lord, among the gods? Who is Mau, glorious in holiness, fearful in praises, dpin
wonders?” And not that day only, but as long asethe a man alive, the song of the Red Sea will be
remembered, and our ears shall hear the refraitinidm’s song; “Sing you to the Lord, for He has tr
umphed gloriously; the horse and his rider hashtievin into the sea.” All the nations of the earéaid
of that event, especially the heathen races osBaée God intended to drive them out to make réom
His people, and a fear took hold of them. They bieah as they heard what God did at the Red Sea. He
had made to Himself an everlasting name, for that@vent goes ringing down the centuries. Through-
out eternity the redeemed will continue to “sing gong of Moses the servant of God, and the song of
the Lamb.” Then God brought His people throughwiiderness, guiding them by His presence, and He
led them into the Promised Land. The Revised Varsamders verse fourteen—"As the cattle that go
down into the valley, the Spirit of the Lord caugkdm to rest: so did You lead Your people, to make
Yourself a glorious name.”

Now, as God got to Himself a great name at the Bea, He has done much more by the great
works of salvationn the gift of JesusAh! Here Egypt is eclipsed, and the destructibRlmaraoh is no
more to be remembered. We were lost; sin had takecaptive, and God brought us out with a high
hand and an outstretched arm. But for our redemjptiovas necessary that He should become man that
in a human form God should tabernacle on earth.ltVBHe come to Bethlehem’s manger? Would He,
the Infinite, come robed as an infant? Yes, He ¢aand made heaven wonder till the angels sang and
sang again. They could not understand the marvelondescension of the incarnation. Being here in

The man who was so stingy that
he would have drawn the teeth of his motherlesksl ¢bisell them if he could, after he is converbed
comes so generous that he can keep no money potket when there are any poor people in need. The
grace of God makes such a difference, turning thungside down, and completely altering the charac-
ter. Grace does renew the man, and God is grelatlifigd thereby. It is, in fact, the fulfilmentfdhe
ancient promise—"Instead of the thorn shall comehgfir tree, and instead of the briar shall campe
the myrtle tree.”
