We do not cite the overwhelming and evereasing multitudes who listen to us as a proof i th
matter, but we do and will glory in the power oéthospel, in that it has brought so many to thesaoin

If these fruits
were only found united with a learned and eloqureimistry, they would be imputed tbe man, andnot

But in this case—our enemies themselves arengillvitnesses that they cannot so
be accounted for—God has put His measure in eaxtbesels, that the excellence of the power might
be ascribed wholly to Himselfl We would confess theh of all that is uttered to our disparagement,
for therein we do but magnify the grace of God, wiarks by the least of instruments, the greatetst ac
of His love. O for the days of pure doctrine preathvith emphasis of earnestness, and demonstration
of the Spirit—for these we look and wait. May therd. send them in His own time.

The form in which these sermons are published,enthiinsures a wide circulation, has the disad-
vantage of preventing such a revision as the auttoaid desire. Frequently they are issued withelitt
more than a momentary glance from his eyes, coesgiguerrors in grammar and even expression are
not infrequent. Nevertheless, we trust to the réagedgment, and hope that the mistakes are ngi su
as to obscure the sense, or to mislead him inmar@oints. We had rather send them forth withesll
rors than withhold them, seeing that the Lord leksiawledged them for good.

The talented reporters, Messrs. Reed & Robesonyarthy of praise for the excellent manner in
which for the most part they are able to retainviloeds of a rapid and abrupt speaker. And for it
ers we can say no more than this—that they do tir& speedily, at a cheap cost—and considering the

The sermons of last year have enjoyed a very wirdelation in America—a volume having been
reprinted in the United States.
